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• Check the lockout device is secured in the socket and cannot be remove.
• This lockout device can be fixed in place by a number of methods, ensure to tag also.
• HASP and Lock / Cable Tie / All-purpose cable lockout
• If lockout device is damaged do not use.
• If socket lid and or hinge is damaged, do not use lockout device.
